What do we want the children to learn?

(examples of learning intentions)


· To be able to talk about what they see and raise questions about why things happen, how things work and give explanations

· Know how to operate simple equipment

· Find out about the uses of everyday technology

· Find out about their local environment



What will the children do?


· Participate in walk initially in the classroom, school/setting:  extending to wider local environment to include local streets (traffic lights/satellite dishes/mobile phone receivers/cash machines): extending to a library, supermarket, health clinic etc.



Resources


· Photographs, newspaper cuttings, posters etc. of examples of technology in the environment

· Digital camera (children to record what they see)

· Layout for small world activity/role play



ICT Skills


· Use of digital camera and everyday technology

Children’s individual targets , that this activity could meet


· Showing an interest/raising awareness of technology

· Working in a group

· Developing relationships

· Developing and using range of vocabulary

· Responding to and raising questions



Adult input (including language to be introduced, questions to be asked)


· Discuss ways in which ICT is used in school and who by, explore environment pointing out technology and allow children to see the equipment working (fax, telephone, computer, printer, photocopier, microwave, washing machine)

· What will happen if/how do you think this works/what are these for?

Areas & resources inside & out for spontaneous learning
· Set up role play area as an office to allow children to ‘play’  with equipment

· Give children opportunities to accompany adults to photocopy/fax/use telephone etc.

· Use defunct equipment for children to disassemble (but be mindful of health and safety considerations)



Questions for assessment opportunities


· What/where is this?

· What does this do?

· How does it work?

· How did we get the photograph/photocopy/money?

· What did you see in the office/supermarket/library?

· How do you make a telephone call?

· How do you send/receive a fax?



Other areas of learning that could be supported by this activity


CLL

· Use language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences

· Interact with others, negotiating plans and taking turns in conversation

· Extend vocabulary that reflects breadth of experience

PSE

· Be confident to try out new activities

· Work as part of a group

Mathematics

· Use of mathematical language in discussions to describe shape, position and direction

Creative

· Use imagination in role play areas
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
