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This booklet contains general information about
driving licences.

Alicence shows entitlement to drive:

* motor cars,

+ motorcycles,

« medium/ large vehicle (3500 kg or over),

« minibuses, and

* buses.

However, each category must be applied for,
and tested, separately.

DVLA now only issues photocard driving licences.

This is to ensure road safety by eliminating impersonation
at driving tests and ensuring the person driving a vehicle
is qualified to do so.

The licence comes in two parts:
« aphotocard; showing
_ the driver's photograph and signature which is electronically
copied from the application form,
— categories of vehicles the driver is entitled to drive.
+ apaper counterpart; showing
_ details of any endorsements,
i the case of a full licence holder, any provisional
entitlement held.

Note: You must produce both the photocard and counterpart if
requested by the police or a court.You should also present both parts
when taking a driving test. You may find that other organisations such
as car hire firms and insurance companies will ask to see both parts.
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
