What do we want the children to learn?

(examples of learning intentions)


· Use talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events

· Sustain attentive listening, responding to what they have heard by relevant comments, questions or actions

· Retell narratives in the correct sequence drawing on the language patterns of stories

· Show an understanding of the elements of stories such as main character, sequence of events and openings

· Listen to stories with increasing attention and recall

· Question why things happen and give explanations

What will the children do?


· Explore and interact with a talking book CD ROM, e.g. Just Grandma and Me, Arthur’s Birthday (Living Books)

Resources


· Computer, CD ROM, mouse, book (if there is one available to support story)

· A Laptop can provide an alternative way to present and use the CD ROM (e.g. focussed group in story/book area or for a larger group at story time)

ICT Skills


· Control the mouse to move around the screen

· Point, click

· Select icons

Children’s individual targets , that this activity could meet


· Increase listening skills

· Direction of print, key events in stories

· Language pattern of stories

· Development of questioning techniques

Adult input (including language to be introduced, questions to be asked)


· Introduce CD ROM, talking about the characters and the story line, point out icons

· Support children as they navigate the CD ROM, choose different options – read to me/play with me – discuss differences

· Vocabulary: CD ROM, mouse, menu, icon, point, button, click, monitor, screen, back, forward

Areas & resources inside & out for spontaneous learning
· Small world play to offer opportunities to retell story, both inside and outside

· Facilities for  book making in graphic areas – both inside and outside

· Role play, to recreate and act out story events

· Other stories in listening area (cassettes)



Questions for assessment opportunities


· What happened last time/what might happen?

· Where can we find something? (e.g. navigate to previous pages)

· How do we move to the next page?

· What happens on the day out?

· How do we find out where things happen?

· How do we open the story?

Other areas of learning that could be supported by this activity


K & U

· Ask questions about why things happen and how things work

Creative

· Respond in a variety of ways to what they see and hear

· Express and communicate their ideas, thoughts and feeling using the computer as a suitable tool

PSE

· Work as part of a group or class*, taking turns and sharing fairly, with groups of people, including adults and children to work together harmoniously

· Continue to be interested excited and motivated to learn

· Maintain attention and sit quietly when appropriate
