What do we want the children to learn?

(examples of learning intentions)
· Number names and sequence

· Count in order

· Use mathematical & everyday language to describe position and direction

What will the children do?
· Lay out a number line in order

· Program toy to travel to a specified number

Resources


· Programmable toy (Pixie, Roamer)

· Number tiles to correspond to size of toy

ICT Skills


· Using a programmable toy

Children’s individual targets , that this activity could meet


· Understanding of sequence and order of number

· Develop mathematical language

· Numeral recognition

Adult input (including language to be introduced, questions to be asked)


· Discuss number names and sequence as children put number tiles/line in order.  Introduce the toy and explain main functions of movement and keys to operate.

· Direct children to program the toy to travel to a specific numeral

· Vocabulary – on, off, forward, backward/reverse, left, right, turn, clear memory, button ,start, go, more (than), less (than)

Areas & resources inside & out for spontaneous learning
· Number lines/chalked numbers on playground surface

· Use arrows to direct children along apparatus and equipment to consolidate the positional and directional language

Questions for assessment opportunities


· Which way does the toy have to move?

· What number is next/before?

· What is one more/less than....?

· What do you need to do next?

Other areas of learning that could be supported by this activity


PSE

· Working as part of a group...taking turns and sharing fairly, with groups of people,  including adults and children, to work together harmoniously

· ...be interested, excited and motivated to learn

· maintain attention and sit quietly when appropriate

· be confident to try out new activities

Creative

· respond in a variety of ways to what they see and hear

CLL

· Interact with others, negotiating plans and taking turns  in conversation

· Extend vocabulary that reflects breadth of experience

· Use talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events
