Mon
Read the story to the children. Discuss the characters with a focus on what happens to the bear during his day out. What adventures does he have, who does he meet? How does the boy find the bear?

GUIDED READING:

Using differentiated texts matched to ability to focus on group reading targets.
Phonic activities: Based on focus phonemes.

Differentiate according to ability:

Sort objects/pictures beginning/ending with l/n

Add l/n in final position to read a word and draw/match a picture in response.
Play action phonic game. T. says a word. If it ends with ‘l’ ch. Make ‘licking lolly’ action, if ends with ‘n’, nodding head action.

Re-read the text encouraging the children to join in. What do they notice about the story? Draw out keep repeated phrase ‘This is the bear’ and rhyming patterning. How does this help us to read/know what the next word might be? Re-read the first few pages with second rhyming word covered. What could it be?

Key points: it has to rhyme, It has to make sense, Go back and re-read to give you a clue. Take suggestions then reveal..

Differentiated according to ability:

Provide with pic. of bear wearing a hat/in a bin/ in the sun etc… use opening statement/pic. as stimulus to write others which rhyme (e.g ‘this is the bear who was fat… to extend on opening picture of bear in hat). L.ability just look at initial pic. and generate rhyming words in response to pictures.
Set a challenge for the children: how many rhyming statements can we make to extend on the opening statement/pic? Take suggestions allowing ch. To draw on ideas used in their work to form a list of ‘rhyming statements’.

Adding further text. What else could the bear have got up to/found on his adventure? Paired talk to discuss. Refine ideas with children by turning into statements beginning with ‘This is the bear….’. Paired talk again to refine their sentence using this beginning. Teacher as scribe to write up some of these.

Ch. Work in pairs with picture of a bear. What is it doing/where is it etcc….Work with partner to orally compose then write sentence to match. (Provide ch. With ‘this is the bear….’ As sentence starter if necessary).
Target pairs to read out their sentence(s). Does it match the picture to tell us more about what their bear is doing? Does it makes sense?

Recap and re-read together statements composed y/day. Teacher demo. one of your own statements in same style (This is the bear who went to the park…), continue to teacher demo. a ‘response’ to this… (and got very scared because it was dark). Invite comments from ch. (Key points: using repeated beginning, rhyming end words to keep in same style). Choose gd. Example from ch’s. statements y/day. Paired talk to compose a ‘response’ statement. Teacher as scribe for one idea. Edit/review/refine together (referring back to key points).

Ch. To work in same pairs as y/day EITHER to write a ‘response’ statement to the one they composed y/day OR to write a response statement to one already provided OR to write an opening ‘this is the bear….’ Statement PLUS a response statement (according to ability).
Ask selected ch. To read the opening and the response statement? Does it flow/hold rhyme/make sense? Edit together if necessary using children’s ideas and comments.

Re-read final page in story. What changes here? (dialogue is used).

Explain to the children that you have started to write own ending. Read your text. What could the bear be saying at the end of my story? Can you compose one sentence? Paired talk to discuss. Teacher to take ideas. Then supported composition for pairs to write their own ending sentence.

Provide ch. With pic. Of bear at the end of the story. Write individually what their bear might be saying (following model in whole class session).
Display large copy of activity pic. teahcer demo. what your bear would be saying. Edit and review to make improvements in the sentence(s) with the children’s input.
