PiPs activities:

Letter Formation (Page 21)
Read text to the children. How is it similar to last weeks text? (pull out repeating pattern and rhyme aspects). Do you have a pet or even a brother/sister/friend that likes to do something a lot?

Paired talk and feedback to teacher. Question pairs to report back what it was that their partner had told them about their pet/friend. Model through speech how each idea can be put into a sentence to tell others (all orally).
GUIDED WRITING:

Using theme established in whole class session on M.day, writing about their pet/friend etc…and what they like to do. Focus led by writing targets.


All children to work individually to draw their particular pet/friend/member of the family and something they like to do a lot. Write sentence/caption to match (as modelled orally in whole class session).
Range of ch. to present their work. Listen to the sentences which match the pictures. Do they make sense? Read one out again making a deliberate mistake. What’s wrong?

Look closely at illustrations in the book. Where does ‘my cat’ like to hide each time? We know it’s in boxes but what else could we say to give the reader more detail? Teacher demo. how to look a the picture and compose the sentence to match. Then demo. writing this. Paired talk for ch. to discuss what their sentence would be for diff. pic.  Take suggestions, refine and choose one to ‘add’ to the book.

Children work individually to write sentence(s) to match picture from the book that will give the reader a little more info. about the cat (as modelled in whole class session).
Target ch. to display their ‘cat’ and matching sentence. Does it give the reader more info. Does it appear to ‘match’ pic? Is it a sentence (does it make sense?)

Letter Formation (page 21)
Refer back to ch’s ideas from Monday. Writing own version in sim. style.Teacher demo. with opening statement (eg. My dog likes to bury bones).

Then continue to teacher demo. what could come next if we are to keep in same style (The dog from number 8 likes to jump at the gate but…my dog..). Repeat with next idea and re-read. Ask ch. whether it has same style as text. Ask ch. to discuss in pairs what the next sentence cld. be (the dog from…). Take suggestions, refine, clarify and choose 1 to add to shared writing.

Differentiated through use of writing frames to support:

H.ability:

Supply children with sentence starter ‘the dog from…’ ask to complete the number house and the rhyming response 

‘likes to….’

M./L. ability:

Provide all of first statement ‘the dog from number 10…likes to…..’and invite ch. to finish the sentence.
Target range of children to read out their completed sentences. Have they managed to rhyme the number with the final word?

Re-read missing out some words. What’s wrong? How could we fix it? (go back ,re-read, correct).

Thurs
Enlarge, display and re-read some of later pages from text with some words covered. Whole class strategy check: what could it be? Why? (Key Points: using pic./initial sound/context/re-reading for sense). How many sentences can you see/count on the page? Display sets of cards which have the 2 ‘halves’ of sentences on them. Paired talk to decide which belongs with which (remind ch. of clues to help). Feedback and invite ch. up to match the 2 halves. Read sentence together and check for sense.

Children work in pairs to read and match 2 ‘halves’ of sentences from the book, using all cues modelled in whole class session. Assemble all ‘halves’ and re-read whole ‘story’ together.
Target diff. pairs to feedback one of their complete sentences. How did they ‘match it’ ? What clues were used to help? 

Fri
Using starter sentence ‘my cat likes to hide in boxes’. Play sentence change challenge. We want to change the sentence but it must end up still making sense! Only allowed to change 1 wd. At a time, and if you take out 1 word you must replace it with another. (stop and re-read as you work to ensure sense, flow etc…).
Words in words:

Use penultimate page of text enlarged.

Read and hesitate over ‘fan’/violin/chill/joined/doorway/sing. Model for children with the first hesitation, how looking for words in words can help to decode. Challenge ch. to do that with the next word you hesitate over and explain what they found and how this helped them decode.

Ch. to work in pairs to use given words to investigate ‘words in words’. List words found.
Display one of words. What did ch. find. How many words? How did that help you read the whole word?
