Read text. Discuss reasons why Mr. Bear couldn’t sleep. And how he felt at end of story. How does the author tell us Mr. Bear wasn’t happy during story? Look at use of repeated phrases, bold print. What is the author trying to do? Have you ever been kept awake? By what? Paired discussion time.


PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: s/k in final position (ss/ck)

Alien game (Page 27)

GUIDED READING:

Differentiated texts with familiar settings. Focus driven by use of grammatical cues to decode and group reading targets.


Phonic activities:

Differentiated according to ability:

Sorting pictures/objects ending with ss/ck phonemes.

Matching word to picture.

Adding in ss/ck and drawing/matching picture in response to reading word.
Hiss or duck game. T. to hold up pic/word. Child ‘ducks’ if it ends with ‘ck’ phoneme or ‘hisses’ if ending with ‘ss’ phoneme. Teacher to invite ch.s own words as contributions.

Tues
Re-read text encouraging ch. to join in espec. with repeated sections. Look at ‘tired’ and read incorrectly. What would help me to read this if I wasn’t sure (strategy check). Focus ‘pretending’ and model how to ‘read on’ or ‘read over’ to give clues to word. Repeat with ‘leaky’ and ‘noises’.

Phonic activities:

Differentiated according to ability:

Choosing an object/picture and labelling (objects including some ending with ss/ck and some not).

Provide children with a ‘starter’ word (ending in ss or ck)and use a word ladder to change the word but retaining end phoneme to make new words.

Dictionary searches to find ss/ck and make sets of.
Use large phoneme frame on board and invite ch. to come up and write in a ss/ck word they’ve used/found. Are phonemes correctly segmented?

Refer back to noises Mr.Bear heard. What other noises might you hear at n.time? Explain we’re going to write a ‘noises in the night’ page to add to the book. Paired discussion. Teacher demo. writing 2 sentences about what he/she sometimes hears at night and some detail about it. Ask ch. to orally rehearse their 2 sentences with their partner. Feed back. T. as scribe for 1 set of ideas and re-read together



Work in pairs to record sentences starting ‘Sometimes at night….’ Writing at least 2 sentences describing what they can hear and more detail about it in the 2nd sentence.
Ask selected pairs to read out their contributions. Do their sentences make sense. Can you hear 2 sentences or more? How many? Would might their next sentence be if they continued.

Thurs
PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes from last 2 weeks and this week (l/n/sh/d/k/ch/ss/ck).

Flashcards – using mix of phonemes in end position) (Page 25)

NSEW – using 4 chosen focus phonemes from above list (Page 24)
What do you do at night if you can’t sleep? Paired discussion and feedback. Explain to ch. that we want  to write our own book about not being able to sleep. What do we need to think about if we want to make a BOOK? Brainstorm and make checklist to display (cover, author’s name, title etc..) Model layout for front cover including these details. What are we going to title our book? Consider what exactly it’s going to be about (I can’t sleep), paired discussion for title ideas then teacher scribe.



Children to work individually to create own cover for book including all details in checklist as modelled in whole class session.
Select ch. to display and present their covers. Ask other ch. to check all elements of checklist have been included. Does title reflect what the book’s going to be about clearly/

PiPs activities:

Focus Phonemes: as Thursday.

In large ‘book’ format: Teacher demo. opening of story. (2 sentences to set scene, written in first person). Paired discussion to consider what might happen next, remembering to report in the first person., and considering model of ‘Peace at Last’. T.as scribe. Re-read. What happened next in the text? What could happen next in our story? T.as scribe until first ‘noise’ occurs. What could we say every time we get woken up? Paired discussion. Feedback and decide on the ‘repeated phrase’.

Ch. to begin work on individual books: first pages as modelled in whole class session. 

(Support using simple frames for those who require).
Edit/Review ch’s. work so far. Are sentences clear? Does reader have a good idea of characters so far and has scene been set clearly? Ask ch. to contribute suggestions for any improvements/changes.
