Take ch. for walk around school, or use classroom. Can they see writing anywhere that gives us information? What kind of information ? How does it help us to find out/know more about things around school/the class?

GUIDED READING:

Using information texts including captions, differentiated acc. to ability, driven by group reading targets.


Phonic activities:

Differentiated according to ability:

Sorting objects/pictures according to final phoneme

Adding in final phoneme to complete word, read and draw/match picture in response

Dictionary searches to find words ending in ‘sh’
Display  ‘m’ and ‘sh’ and invite ch. to come up and use mag. letters to add in front of these final phonemes to ‘make a word’. Read together. Is it a sense or nonsense word?

Tues
Talk about info. discovered on walk about y/day. Intro. term labels and captions. How do these help us? Where else might you see a label or a caption? What kind of info. would it give you?

Paired discussion and feedback to make a ‘brainstorm’ list about where else we might find labels/captions.
PiPs activities:

Phonic activities:

Differentiated according to ability:

As Monday using ‘n’ and ‘h’ OR:

For ‘n’ make a word ladder on which each step has to have  a word ending in’n’ (eg: pin, pan, can…… which ch. continue).
Use large copy of word ladder activity. Invite ch. to give suggestions for each step. Can you hear a ‘n’ at end? Scribe word occasionally making ascender on ‘n’ too high for ch. to correct you.

Display and read together copies of some of the captions found in c.room/around school. Key Points: captions and labels give us short but important information about things, not extended explanations. Read a caption that doesn’t make sense (word missing). What’s wrong? Why doesn’t it make sense? Demo. edit to put in missing word then re-reading to check for sense. Repeat with captions with 2 words in  wrong order. 

Mixed ability pairs:

Provide children with some very simple captions which have words missing/words in wrong order.

Ch. to work directly onto caption to edit and correct.
Display copies of some of the captions ch. have been working on. Target ch. to feedback what the problem was, HOW they spotted it and WHAT they did to put it right and HOW they did final check.

Thurs
PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: as Wednesday

Display range of words with final phoneme missing and focus phonemes displayed. Can ch. suggest correct final phoneme to fill in. Read word together. Sense or nonsense?
Noisy Letters (Page 25)


Set context fro writing labels/captions for an area/displays in the c.room/around school. What information do we want people to have? Look closely at the area/display. Teacher demo. writing 1st caption explaining choices. What else might the reader need to know in another caption about same display? Paired talk. Feedback and teacher scribe selected caption. Key Points: impersonal style of caption writing.

Target diff. pairs of ch. to use diff. displays around the classroom. (Having removed labels and captions from these!). Direct ch. to write 2 or 3 captions to give info. about the display (in the impersonal and succinct manner demonstrated in shared session).
Focus on each display in turn. Ask selected pairs to offer their caption. Discuss style, info. it contains, suitability for use.

Focus phonemes: as Thursday

Flashcards – including whole words ending with focus phonemes-

Display and read as a class 2 captions that teacher has written to match a class display (in a personal and long winded style with a word missing in each). Invite ch’s. comments, what do they think about using these on the display. Draw out key points which aren’t suitable for caption writing. Supported composition in pairs on w/boards to improve each caption in turn.

Mixed ability pairs. Read simple captions and work to re-write to improve, including all key points for ‘good’ caption writing.
Target diff. pairs to read out 1 of their original captions. Invite rest of class to comment on what needs to be improved. Pair read out their improved version. Does this ‘fit’ better? Does it match all criteria?
