Focus on contents page and read together. What further clues do we now have about content? Where would I find out about…. (rehearse use of contents page).

Edit and improve caption writing from last week with focus driven by writing targets.
Phonic activities:

Word ladder/chain to generate words ending in ‘t’
Display range of words with missing final phonemes (Not just focus phonemes). What could it be? Put in suggestions and read together. Could it be more than 1? If so, what?

Read text up to end of Page 7. What have we found out so far about insects? Examine and discuss aspects of layout on Page s 6/7. Ref. back to last weeks work on captions and labels. Read the 2 sentences under ‘Body’ heading. How does this give us a clue about what this page will be about? Repeat with pages 8/9. Ref. To impersonal and succinct form of captions as looked at last week.

‘k’ or ‘ck’ game. Display range of objects/pictures write up word to match with k and ck ending. Which ‘looks’ right? Vote with ‘thumbs up/thumbs down’.

Focus on ‘k’ and ‘ck’:

EITHER: fill in missing space/spaces, read word and match to picture/object OR: using pictures/objects and dictionary to investigate if ‘k’ or ‘ck’ ending.
Large ‘word ladder’ with ‘starter’ word at the top ending in ‘k’ or ‘ck’. Can ch. suggest a word to come next ending in same phoneme? Invite to come and write up. Should it be ‘k’ or ‘ck’ when spelling? Discuss choice.

Display large l/bird pic. Teacher demo. first sentence of caption to match. What could second sentence be? Paired talk and feedback. T.scribe selected caption. How many sentences has our caption got?
Writing captions to match insect pictures. Focus driven by writing targets.
Ch. work individually to write captions for 1 or 2 insect pictures (with a set number of sentences in each caption).
Display large pic. of 1 of insects used in indep. work. Take ch’s suggestions and ask ch. to consider which they think is best matched and why.

What’s your favourite insect? Is it one that we haven’t read about so far in the text? What info. could you give others about it? Paired discussion. Feedback, choosing 1contribution to refine as a first sentence of a ‘caption’ about that insect. Supported composition to write next sentence about that insect to add to caption that will provide more info. and ‘flow’ from 1st sentence.

Ch. working individually to write a caption (no. of sentences/captions determined by ability) about their favourite insect BUT retaining impersonal and succinct style as modelled.

Draw pic. to match this caption to add to form a ‘favourites’ page to the book.
Target specific ch.  to read out their captions. Do you know what their insect is? Is the info. clear/impersonal? Have we guessed correctly? Could a/thing else be added in next sentence? What?

Fri
Continue and finish reading of text, recapping on info. we have found out and use of captions in the text. Re-read selected pages as a class, including own ‘favourites’ page added from work completed yesterday.
