Page 35 (Spaghetti! Spaghetti!). Read to and with the children. Focus on and discuss words used to describe the spaghetti and highlight. Why do these particular words make the poem more enjoyable to read/listen to? Look at use of repetition (certain phrases). Highlight. Why does the poet repeat these? Why is spaghetti a good food to choose to write a poem about?

GUIDED READING:

Using differentiated poems linking focus to EITHER rhyme/patterning OR reading using punctuation to inform expression.


Phonic activities: 

Differentiated according to ability:

Using magnetic letters/phoneme cards to build ‘sense’ and ‘nonsense’ ‘ee’ words. 

Making ‘ee’ words using given initial/final phonemes and finding/generating a matching rhyming word.

Investigating how many ‘ee’ words can be made using given phonemes.
Play ‘Sound Buttons’ using words children have generated/investigated in indep. session. Extend: who’s got a word with 3/4/5 sound buttons? Invite child to come and scribe word and add sound buttons to it.

Re-read poem together. Take a closer look at use of rhyme. Teacher model highlighting rhyming pairs of words in poem then paired discussion to find another ‘rhyming pair’. Read poem to children. What am I taking notice of/using? Discuss/annotate different punctuation used and how this informs reading. Read again as a class/groups using this punctuation to inform/add expression.
PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: ai

As Monday using ‘ai’ phoneme.

Phonic activities:

As Monday but using ‘ai’ phoneme.
Use ‘sound button’ idea but play as hangman. Write up ‘ai’ phoneme. Who found an ‘ai’ word? Invite that child up to ‘draw’ in ‘sound buttons’ without the letters. Ask child to take suggestions from the class as to what each missing phoneme maybe, in turn, with teacher scribing ‘hangman’ symbols if incorrect. Continue until word is solved.

Shared Writing: Brainstorming another good ‘food’ which we could describe. Why do we need to consider our choice carefully if this will be subject for our poem? Paired discussion to suggest 2 possible choices. Feedback. Teacher as scribe for one choice and teacher demo. adding some good ‘descriptive’ words which could be used in a poem about that food. Paired discussion and/or use of whiteboards to suggest 2 more words to add to list. Will these be good for describing the food in an interesting way (as in model of original poem)?

Working individually children choose own ‘food’ to focus their poem on and ‘brainstorm’ words and phrases to use in describing that food which will add to interest enjoyment of poem (as modelled in whole class session).
Target 1 child from each group to feedback the word/phrase they are most pleased with which they intend to use in poem. Why do they think this will work well in their poem?

Shared writing: Use writing frame with only lines 2 and 4 of verse one filled in. Discuss how we can use the same model to put in our own ‘food’ and create our own poem. Teacher demo. doing this with 1st 4 lines. Paired discussion about lines 5/6 (something to describe the food). Feedback. Teacher as scribe. Refer back to original. What needs to be repeated next? What should we do about last line? Refer back to original. (need for lines 6 and 8 to rhyme). Paired discussion to compose last line of verse with teacher scribing one of suggestions.

Children work using writing frame as modelled in whole class session to complete the first verse of their poem (lines 2 and 4 given). 

Differentiation: mixed ability pair children to work together/support.
Listen to 2 or 3 completed verses asking rest of class to think about the original poem while they listen. Has the pattern (rhyme, repetition of words/phrases etc.. ) been maintained? Has any punctuation been used? If so, what? And what does this add to poem for reader?

Phoneme Frame (as ‘show me’ activity) (Page 22)

‘Hangman’ type activity using the focus phonemes (see plenary session on Tuesday for details).
Continue to use original poem/structure to write second (and third if possible) verses. Using words from brainstorm on Wednesday/original as scaffold/mixture of teacher demonstration/teacher scribing and supported composition.

Children continue to work on poems completing second verse (using writing frame as yesterday to support where appropriate).
Listen to selected completed poems asking children to comment on words/phrases which they think work well and why.
