Read ‘Zelba Zinammon’ (page 35). What do you notice about title? Point out alliteration and discuss what it adds to enjoyment of poem for reader. Re-read 1st verse. Focus on rhythm and how it’s created/similarity to chant/song. Re-read together in chant style. What would this verse be good as? (clapping/skipping song).

Redraft poems from last week with focus linked to writing targets. 


Phonic activities:

Differentiated according to ability:

Generating words with ‘oa’ phoneme by adding initial/final phonemes to make ‘sense’ and ‘nonsense’ words.

Adding in missing ‘oa’ phoneme to complete word/read/draw OR match to picture.
Use ‘sound button’ idea but play as hangman. Write up ‘oa’ phoneme. Who found/made an ‘oa’ word? Invite that child up to ‘draw’ in ‘sound buttons’ without the letters. Ask child to take suggestions from the class as to what each missing phoneme maybe, in turn, with teacher scribing ‘hangman’ symbols if incorrect. Continue until word is solved.

Tues
Re-read whole poem together and then focus verse 2. Compare with rhythm of verse 1. What’s making difference/effecting rhythm in v.2. Discuss ‘then’ at beg. Verse. Read without it. Which keeps rhythm in style of v.1 (with or without ‘then’). Discuss use of rhyme and repetitive phrasing (as in last weeks work).

What’s my word? Game. Give clues (no. of phonemes, what rhymes with etc..) based on words with ‘ie’ phoneme.

Shared writing: Do you think the poet thought of name in title then food or vice versa? Why/? Brainstorm ‘food words/phrases’ we could use to find rhyming name to match REMEMBER: this will have to have 2 words and be alliterated to maintain the patterning. Paired discussion and feedback. Teacher scribe up suggestions in a list. Paired discussion to choose 1 and compose a rhyming ‘name’ for title. Feedback. Teacher choose 1 and demo. writing opening 3 lines (using same patterning as in original). What do I need to repeat now? Brainstorm ideas for last line and teacher as scribe. Re-read whole verse.

Working in pairs (using differentiated writing frames if necessary), children write own verse using one of suggested titles and ‘food’ as modelled in whole class session.
Share completed verses comparing to original verse. Does it sound like it could be used as a chant? Does anything need to be adapted? What?

PiPs activities:

Quickwrite (Page 24)


Focus: alliteration. Refer to ‘names’ suggested yesterday. Teacher demo. of how to extend this into a sentence which continues alliteration (Charlie Chunky chops cheese). Choose one ‘name’ and paired discussion to brainstorm words we could use in alliterated sentence matching this. Teacher as scribe to form 2 alliterated sentences. What effect does alliteration have for reader? Why is it a good tool  to use in poetry?

Children work individually to write own alliterated sentences (provide starter ‘name’ or word for less able and/or words to select from to make up the sentences).
Target children to work as group to compose as many different alliterated sentences using one given initial phoneme in 3 minutes. Feedback to listen to alternatives.

Full Circle (easier to play with ‘oa’ phoneme).


How could we use alliterated sentences written y/day to form simple poem. Teacher demo. with some of ch.s sentences and adapting to include rhyme (eg; Chunky Charlie chops cheese, Eating eric eats peas). (Simple rhyming couplets). Use ch.s sentences and teacher scribe adaptations which could be made to make the ‘rhyming pairs’.

Working in pairs, children use EITHER sentences composed yesterday to adapt into rhyming couplets OR adapting pre-prepared sentences.
Provide children with one alliterated sentence and give 2 minutes to work in same pairs to ‘finish’ it by composing a ‘rhyming’ line to complete couplet. Feedback some alternatives.
