Read ‘The diners in the kitchen’ (Page 58). Discuss use of rhyme, layout of poem, use of ‘et’ at beginning of 2nd line each couplet. Why would this be a good poem to use as a model to write own version? Read together.

Using magnetic letters/phoneme cards to build ‘sense’ and ‘nonsense’ ‘oo’ words. 

Making ‘oo’ words using given initial/final phonemes and finding/generating a matching rhyming word.

Investigating how many ‘oo’ words can be made using given phonemes.
Making a ‘rhyming ladder’. Give ch. starter word (containing ‘oo’). 2 minutes to write as many ‘oo’ words, in groups, which rhyme with starter word. Add these to whole class ladder.

Quickwrite (Page 24)
Using simple writing frame with ‘our dog…’ filled in for each first line, paired talk to discuss a possible name/food which rhymes. Feedback. Teacher as scribe to complete class version of the poem. Reread together and compare to ‘original’.

Using writing frame as in whole class session to write own version of ‘The diners in the Kitchen’.
Take one rhyming couplet from target children to build up another class version of poem. Are any particularly funny? Why?

Weds
Read ‘My Mate’ poem (see attached resources). Discuss the patterning of this poem. What ‘rules’ have been used? How does this make the poem ‘look’ on the page? What needs to be considered before using this structure before writing? (that the words chosen dictates a need to carefully consider phrases so that the poem maintains sense). Reread poem together and draw up a blank writing frame we can use to write own version tomorrow.
Using plurals:

Whole class investigation:

What does the ‘s’ at the end of words displayed in sentences tell you?

Read some sentences with incorrect use of/missing ‘s’. What’s wrong? How do you know? Encourage re-reading of sentence for sense and correct.



Work in pairs to read and correct sentences in which plurals are missing or are incorrect.
Plurals quiz. Thumbs up or down if the sentence I read is correct or incorrect. Why? Encourage children to explain effect of sentence.

Silly Questions (Page 30)

Full circle game (easier to use with ‘oo’ phoneme)


Brainstorm possible titles for own number pattern poem. Paired discussion. Feedback and list. Teacher as scribe using 1 title and writing first 3 lines. Paired discussion and teacher scribing to complete and reread as class. Does the poem ‘match’ the ‘number rules’ in as in the original version?

Using writing frame as in whole class session to work individually on writing own ‘number patterned’ poem.

Ensure list of possible brainstormed titles is left available for reference.
Listen to completed poems inviting children to comment on which ‘subjects’ children think work well and why.

Phoneme Frame (as ‘show me’ activity) (Page 22)

‘Hangman’ (see plenary session Week 1, Day 2).
Recap on different poetry skills looked at in last 3 weeks. What has your favourite poem been and why? Opportunities to share favourite poems, presenting/performing and commenting on aspects of rhyme/rhythm/presentation.

Writing a commentary on favourite poem from work covered/own favourite poem brought in, commenting on aspects of rhyme, rhythm, patterns, presentation etc..

Lower ability: illustrating favourite poem.
Opportunities to read commentaries, describe illustrations. Use as part of class display about poetry.
