Ext:

Rewrite short opening of modern tale in traditional style. (Teacher could highlight features to change.)
Share examples of story language. Discuss impact; how does it make the reader feel?

Investigate the rule for changing the basic spelling of nouns when ‘s’ is added.

Read middle part of story.  In pairs identify patterns of the language and story structure. Make links with other  trad. tales with similar, repetitive lang. structure (eg. Three Little Pigs, Little Red Riding Hood) Drama: be the next animal in line, what will they say?

Key Points:

repeated language ; build up of suspense/ animals getting bigger, but still failing

Write another animal into the story. The character should speak in the repeated language pattern. Are they bigger? Do they fail?
Share examples of rhythmic and repetitive language. How does this make the reader feel?

Read ending. In pairs, discuss & identify theme from given list.

Give chn. examples of Aesop’s Fables, make a list of similarities between themes. From given list, discuss in pairs which animal may have taken the cock’s role if it were a fable by Aesop.                       R
W24 Make a list of words which describe characteristics of the animals – explore words which are opposites. (Drama: act out characteristic opposites)

Compare 2-3 texts (Aesop’s Fables) In pairs, discuss/ annotate/ decide which fable most closely matches the theme of The Fox, The Hare etc.
