Write a character profile for eg. Cinderella’s feisty cousin, Evil Stepmother’s kind twin…
Guess who. Drama ~ hot seat character profile.

Tues
Shared Writing: Write a story plan for own fairy tale with identified theme but different characters.

Key Points:

· make the main characters distinctively good, bad, lazy, silly etc. and the opposite to how they usually are.

· keep the setting and the events the same


Retell well known story substituting characters but keeping events and repeated language patterns the same.eg. Little Blue Riding Hood who visits her Aunty and meets a horse…

or:

Give children sets of cards giving themes, characters, key incidents and settings. Children to choose at random providing the basis of a fairy tale which they then have to plot out on a story chart.
Share with partner. Compare with original.

Weds
Shared Writing: Discuss known fairy tale. Identify characters and setting. Brainstorm what might happen next. Model examples of phrases that can be used. In pairs, children write examples of phrases that can be used. Make a list.

Use story plan to plot sequel.



Ask the children to create a sequel to a fairy tale using the plotting strategies and lists of phrases from class sessions.
As a class, discuss how supportive plotting strategies were.

Shared Writing: Model, using story plan and referring to list of phrases, how to write a sequel.
