Predict setting from cover. Make Caribbean connection. Draw out physical features of imaginary world. Discuss the effect that this has on events. What could or could not happen in this world?

In pairs, identify words and phrases (on page 1)  which the writer has used to create the atmosphere

 Look at page 1 of ‘Jessica’.

Collect and classify: Find the adjectives in the text and discuss what they add to the narrative.
Guided Reading:

focus on relationship between setting and character
Draw a detailed picture of the imagined world using information from the text. Write labels and captions or a key to show features that can not be conveyed pictorially.

Each group to focus on a different aspect, eg:

· people

· weather

· landscape

· buildings etc
Each group to report back on the aspect of imaginary world they’ve drawn.

Tues
Contrast the setting of page 2 with that of page 1.

In pairs, mark the text to show adjectives. 

Discuss the effect of these adjectives in creating a setting. 

What is the effect of the contrasting setting on the character and events?

Teacher highlight 1 –2 examples of adjectival phrases in text. In pairs find other examples.

Write an account of another incident that might occur in the setting of this imagined world. Encourage the children to describe this world in their writing.
Chn. to read out examples of adjectival phrases from own writing.

Shared Writing:

Write an entry in an explorer’s journal. 

Focus on detail from reading ie. description of physical features, events and characters. 

Also, focus on use of adjectives and adjectival phrases.

 Imagine they’re suddenly placed in the imaginary world. Write a description of it in eg. 

a letter, an entry in an explorer’s journal, a newspaper report.
Share descriptions. Focus on:

· physical features

· examples of adj. phrases

Thurs
Read text, focusing on the character of Jessica and her behaviour in relation to the setting.

Drama: Introduce another character who lives under the sea near Jessica. Describe where character lives, and things that happen to the character.

Teacher list ideas.
Word Level work:

Investigate a range of suffixes that can be added to nouns and verbs. Investigate which nouns and verbs fit with which suffixes, and what kind of word they become.

Add nouns and verbs from text to list.

Edit and redraft with partner. Focus on phrases that can be improved through addition of adjectives.
Who can make an adjective out of this noun/ verb:…?

Shared Writing:

Write opening to story with new character. 

· Describe setting

· get the character doing something ( refer to list of ideas from yesterday’s lesson).

· focus on use of adjectives, including those with ‘y’ suffix, adjectival phrases


Write opening. 

Encourage chn to include adjectives made with suffixes learnt yesterday in their own writing.
Share examples. Focus on settings.
