Read extracts from text; descriptions of 21st century objects e.g. bedcube, unicube, digitune, fishes’ fingers. On whiteboards, in pairs, ask chn to discuss what the object is and to write a definition.

Highlight the words/ phrases which are essential to keep the meaning. Share as class.
Plan 3-chapter story. Give focus for story ie. imagined world or targeted audience eg. horror.

Key Points:

· Decide on audience for story and discuss implications. 
· Agree setting, characters and main events drawing on experience.
Guided writing – supporting the writing of chapter stories in action.
In pairs, plan chapter story.

Plot content of each chapter. Highlight opportunities within each for creating mood, building tension, etc.

Key Points:

· that chapters structure a story , indicate new scenes, can end on a cliffhanger so reader will want to carry on…)



In pairs, write chapter story, based on theme of shared writing.

         Edit and redraft.
A few children (eg. one per group) to share opening sentences.

Rest of children try to identify intended audience.

Shared Writing:

Teacher model writing opening to story. Set the scene.

Teacher model writing middle part of story. Highlight change in emphasis as chapters change, eg. change of scene, time etc.)

Focus on ending - resolving problems/ ‘cliffhanger’ in a satisfying way.




Share writing with another partner and decide what is successful. Suggest one or two improvements.
