	Read selected review, in pairs. With partner, discuss which statements are verifiable facts and underline these in blue.

Next, discuss which statements are opinions, feelings or responses and underline these in red.

Key points:

· highlight judgement words; eg. stunning, hottest new film, 

· look for words that suggest tentativeness eg. probably, might
	
	· Provide set of pictures from topic books, newspapers etc. ®

· Alternatively, the children could write facts on one colour, sticky removable notes and opinions on another colour, and surround the picture with these. The notes can then be written up as a prose piece. ®

· Give children same account of event from different newspapers. Use ® sheet to analyse.
	Compare facts and opinions produced by different children, using same picture and key facts from newspapers covering same events.
