to investigate, collect and classify spelling patterns in pluralisation, construct rules for regular spellings, e.g. add -s to most words; add -es to most words ending in -s, -sh, -ch; change -f to -ves; when -y is preceded by a consonant, change to -ies; when -y is preceded by a vowel, add -s;


Sentence Level

to understand the difference between direct and reported speech (e.g. ‘she said, “I am going”’, ‘she said she was going’), e.g. through:

· finding and comparing examples from reading;

· discussing contexts and reasons for using particular forms and their effects;

· transforming direct into reported speech and vice versa, noting changes in punctuation and wordsthat have to be changed or added;

7  from reading, to understand how dialogue is set out, e.g. on separate lines for alternate speakers in narrative, and the positioning of commas before speech marks;

Compare.


Shared reading of a sports report from newspaper.  Identify key features of recount.  How does it differ from recounts looked at in the last 2 weeks?  List key features and structure of sports reports.

In pairs using differentiated texts read and annotate a selection of sports reports of same event. 
Evaluate as a class which was most effective report giving reasons and referring to key features.

Weds
Identify reported speech in shared text.  Clarify rules and layout of reported speech.  Using whiteboards children turn sentences into reported speech.
Teacher models planning a sports report. (Either on a recent event or from a description of an event in PE)   List key events and characters on grid.                     (

Using grid from shared time children plan report of recent sporting event seen or from P.E.
Teacher demonstrates creating headline for report.  Children create headlines for own reports and share with partner.

Thurs
Teacher demonstrates writing opening sentence to report.  Scribes writing opening paragraph.

Key points:

~ opening sentence must grab attention;

~ opening paragraph orientates reader through answering what, when, where and why.

Role play in pairs: 1 child as reporter and other as key player.

Select pair to share interview and demonstrate including a quote as reported speech.

Using plan from yesterday children start to write sports report.

No plenary to allow time for independent writing.

Fri
Using shared plan teacher demonstrates writing the concluding paragraph ensuring that a summary and evaluation are given.  Finish paragraph with a quote.

Supported Composition - children use whiteboards to practise writing own concluding paragraph.  Share and discuss with partner.

Children complete sports reports and then edit and redraft with partner.
Compare writing letter with sports report - what was more difficult? Why? What are the key things to remember when writing a recount?
