Investigation - using list of base words in pairs children generate opposites.  Categorise on chart


Writing:

Reviewing endings to last week's myths.  Compare with real ending.

Draw out key features of effective endings.

(Most able groups)
In Pairs:

From given list of base words children generate opposites and fill in on grid.  Use thesaurus for further ideas.  Are there differences in intensity of similar words?  Identify if words are adjectives or adverbs.               (
Discuss as a class possible reasons for why words have/ don't have opposites.

Tues
Word 10

Using opposite generated in yesterday's independent time children identify any common spelling patterns for creating opposites.
Teacher demonstrates writing a sentence about the sun or character from story using figurative language.  

Supported composition:

Children select item from own myths to be described using figurative language.


Guided groups to feedback on investigation into effective endings of myths.  Class to add additional features to list.

Weds
Using plan from Monday as a basis, paired discussion as to when new paragraphs should start.  Teacher explains decisions to children and scribes list of key pointers to changes in paragraphs.
Teacher demonstrates writing the ending to the myth using the list compiled by groups in guided sessions.  

Key points:

~ clues built up throughout text;

~ events resolved and explanation for phenomena given;
As independent session
In pairs:

Plan using attached format own myth on creation story e.g. how we got thunder/ snow/ rain etc.

Share and discuss plan with another pair.  Review against list of key features of creation stories.

Thurs
Supported Composition:

After short introduction from teacher whole session is spent using plans to write myths in pairs.  Teacher stops session at various points to make teaching points for whole group.

Shared completed myth with another pair.  Suggest places where description could be improved by using figurative language.

Fri
Using shared writing from earlier in the week teacher demonstrates how the opening could be changed to make the story suitable for children in the Reception class.  

Supported composition

Children review own openings and adapt for the same audience.
