Brainstorm as a class what the children know about Robin Hood.  Read the legend 'Robin Hood and the Golden Arrow' from the Golden Hoard.  In pairs discuss where story takes place? How does it tie in with what they know already about Robin Hood?  Revise/ introduce the term legend. Using the text children to identify in pairs what are the key features of legends.  Teacher to annotate text and start checklist.

Key points:

~ characters - often real characters from history;

~ setting - set in real places that children have heard of;

~ events - based on events that probably happened;

~ story is probably embellished/ exaggerated over the years;
Reading:

Groups to read a legend selected at appropriate reading level.

Focus on:

~key features of legends:

~ elements are based on fact;

~ fictional and real characters;

Feedback to partner about decisions reached about characters. Were there any that they could not reach a decision about?

Read 'The Grendel' from Myths and Legends by Anthony Horowitz.  In pairs discuss whether it is myth or a legend from checklists.  What informed decision?  What made it difficult?  Add any more details to checklist for legends. 

Key points:

~ characters - also fantastical beasts;

~ characters - can be legendary and noone knows for sure if they are real or not;

Using whiteboards in pairs list 3 events/ characters that are factual and 3 that are fiction.  Feedback to class and discuss reasons.  

Retell legend used on Tuesday from the point of view of one of the villains.

Least able Continue with the retelling of 'Robin and the Golden Arrow' from Guy of Gisborne's viewpoint.


Share retelling so far with partner who suggests 1/ 2 improvements.
