Using an event the children are familiar with from their studies in history e.g. the Gunpowder Plot, A Viking raid, Drake's voyage around the world, Boudicca's revolt etc.  As a class sequence the key events on a flowchart.  Teacher models using the attached planning grid to expand upon the features to plan a legend.

characters - real people, fantastical beasts, superheroes;                                     R

Writing:

As independent session but focusing on a different group each day.
Using flowchart and grid from shared time children map out and plan the key events and characters for writing a legend around a well-known historical event.

Discuss plan with partner and review against key features of legends.  Is there anything else that should be added?

Grammar for writing - unit 35

Collect and classify - in pairs children have a text to look at and identify the intended audience and key language features for each. 

Use attached grid to record      R findings.                                                                                      
Teacher scribes using the plan to write the opening to the class legend.  

Key points:

~ hooking the reader very early with a statement/ question e.g. 'You thought you knew all about . . . well there are some things you were never told!';

~ making links with real event;

Children write opening to own legend using ideas and techniques modelled in shared time.
Share opening with partner who suggest 1/ 2 improvements.

Weds
Grammar for writing - unit 35

Share yesterday's findings as a class - teacher to scribe findings on class chart.

Key Points:

Focus of teaching will be in response to children's writing in independent and guided sessions - but will include the scribing/ demonstrating of 1 paragraph from middle of story.

Continue and complete writing.

When writing ending to legend children refer to checklist for effective endings and techniques modelled in shared time.
No plenary to allow longer time for writing.  

Writing to be reviewed regularly with partner.

Thurs
In pairs using Mondays plan children discuss the content of the final paragraph.  Teacher takes suggestions and orally rehearses final paragraph.  Teacher demonstrates writing the first 2/3 sentences of final paragraph.  Supported composition - children write the final sentences of the paragraph.

As a class review against week 2 list of key features of effective endings.




Fri
Class to select an intended audience for legend form list compiled on Wednesday.  Using the list of key language features in pairs class identify sentences/ phrases/ words that can be changed from middle of legend written on Wednesday to adapt text to intended audience.  Teacher scribes making change to 1 sentence, 1 phrase, and 1 word.  Using white boards in pairs children attempt other adaptations.

Key points:

In pairs:

Select intended audience for legend and using grid make adaptations to legends to make them more suitable for intended audience.
Longer session

With partner evaluate success of legend against key features.

As a class review legends - what was difficult? Why? Etc.
