Collect and Classify 1


Read and display opening of ‘Boy’ & biography from Afro Bets or Writers’ Lives. In pairs, discuss: 

· What is similar about each text?

· What is different? Ask children to focus on the viewpoint of the author.

Record findings on a chart.

Key Points:

Similarities: writing about events in a person’s life; contains factual info. such as dates, names and places; both are non-fiction

Differences: 1st / 3rd person, therefore written from different viewpoint 



Research biographies. Track main events in life of subject. Plot this info on a timeline. 

® Planning a Biography
Using post-its, plot one event from own research onto shared timeline.

Collect and Classify 2


Read a biography to class. Teacher highlight 1 or 2 words/ phrases/ statements that are opinions; and 1or 2 facts.

Key Points:

 Establish that opinions are usually to do with feelings and motives attributed to subject without there being enough evidence for it to be fact. Factual info is accepted truth eg dates, names etc. or is observable, demonstrable truth.

Give children statements from text. In pairs, discuss and decide whether statement is fact or opinion and to give reasons why they think this.

From extracts or own books, ask children to find and record examples of facts and opinions. 

Record on ® Facts and Opinions. 
Share statements. Class decide if fact or opinion.

Cut up auto/ biography text into 3-4 paragraphs. In pairs, ask children to discuss what each paragraph is about and to put them in order.

Share and display correctly ordered text. Annotate text to describe ‘purpose’ of each paragraph.

Key points:

· Begins with orientation ie. scene setting;

· Events in chronological order;

· Reorientation – a closing statement
Highlight language features of recount text, ie. written in past tense, focus on individual participants.
Select an example of a complex sentence from text.

Read extract from ‘Boy’, Goats’ Tobacco. 
Discuss in pairs what impression we have of the sister’s boyfriend.

What does young Roald think of him? What does he tell us about him? What do the rest of the family think of him? What does the writer say that makes us think this? Encourage the children to consider the actions and reactions of the other characters.

Write a diary entry for the ancient half-sister or the boyfriend for the day of the picnic.
Share 1-2 examples. Ask children to identify one thing that’s different about how this character views the day’s events.
