Be a researcher for a TV quiz show

Organise the chn in pairs , so that they are partnered by someone they are not usually with. Ask them to interview each other in order to find out as much about the other as possible, in order to be able to introduce their partner as a contestant on a quiz show. Ask them to try and find out one quirky or interesting fact about their partner. 

Drama: Introduce your partner to the audience, ( a la Les Dennis, Lily Savage etc.)


As independent; focus on children’s own targets.


With same partner, record the questions asked. Ask the chn to consider what they already knew about their partner and so didn’t need to ask, and to consider what additional questions might be needed if the interviewee were a stranger.
