Read ‘Biography writing with Patricia & Frederick McKissack.

Identify  purpose of their biography writing and how they make it appeal to their readers.

Key points:

contains factual detail, but writers have chosen to focus on one or more significant events or episode in subject’s life to appeal to reader
As independent. Focus on children’s own targets.


Go to Black History link on Scholastic site, and go to ‘Meet & Publish – Biographies, Rosa Parks (for Grades 7-8). Read account of Rosa Parks’s involvement in the Bus Boycott.
As class, each pair share one fact about Rosa Parks.

Tues


Choose one subject from website to research. Make notes on notepad (virtual or real). 

Organise notes into chronological plan. 

Ensure that research has provided:

· specific names of people and places related to subject; 

· incidents that will amuse , interest or that in some way are significant

Revisit Rosa Parks . Read interview with RP that accompanies each section. Make notes of biographical detail, names, places, significant events.

Begin to organise notes into a plan. ®
Share plan and notes with partner. Suggest where more information might be needed.

Teacher demonstration:

Use Word or Claris to draft biography

Key Points:

· written in 3rd person

· begins with introduction to orientate reader

· events in chronological order

Using Word or Claris begin to draft biography of Rosa Parks.

Thurs


Revise biography writing.

Add details to bring incidents alive. Insert into text.

Revise draft to include detail to bring incidents alive.
Share with partner. Suggest one improvement.

Fri


Edit biography. Read through to check that writing makes sense. 

Teacher demonstrate using spellchecker to identify mis-spelt words. Select correct spelling from suggested alternatives. Discuss in pairs. Focus on using visual skills, ask children to consider letter strings they know, ask ‘does the word look right?’

When spelling checked, adjust font size etc. Demonstrate reducing page size to view whole page so layout can be viewed.

Post on scholastic site.

Edit own work.

Use spell checker to check accuracy of spellings.
Share with partner to check that correct alternative spelling has been selected.
