Monday


Page 22/23: Walking Round the Zoo. Shared reading of text. Refer to ‘action boxes’ at bottom of the text. Why is this a good poem rhyme to put actions to? Repeat and practice reciting rhyme including actions. Can we improve/put alternative actions in to match the rhyme? Ask children to suggest and ‘try out’.
PiPs activities:

Focus: Phonemes in the medial position (a, i, o)

Croaker (page 20)

Phoneme Frame (Page 22)
Guided reading: 

Using differentiated texts and linked to work on action rhymes.
Phonic activities:

Focus on a/i/o in medial position:

Differentiate according to ability:

Adding in correct medial vowel to read word and match to picture/Grouping objects/pictures with the same medial vowel sound/make alternative word by changing medial vowel sound (eg: ‘ban’ to ‘bin’) and recording all alternatives made.
Play ‘change my word’. Say a cvc word. Target children to change it by substituting the medial vowel sound for a different one (a/i/o).

Tuesday


Re-read yesterday’s poem adding relevant actions. Explain we want to add some new verses to this poem. What else could I see walking around the zoo? Brainstorm and make list. Refer back to poem. In each verse there is an ‘action’ that the partic. animal ‘does’. Paired talk to brainstorm what the ‘actions’ of some of the animals on list could be. 
Feedback some ideas. Discuss opening our writing tin the same repetitive style (Walking round the zoo…etc…). Teacher demonstrate writing the next 2 lines to include one of animals from list and suggested action (draw out need to end with ‘me’ to keep rhyme/style/rhythm). Re-read. Teacher scribing for another verse using same style.



Use of differentiated writing frames to write own verse(s) to add to poem.

Target some children to feedback verses. Listen for rhyme, pattern, rhythm..does this verse ‘fit’ in well with the rest of the poem? Why/Why not?

Wednesday


PiPs activities:

Full circle game (page 29) (adapted to focus on medial phonemes a/i/o)
Re-read poem (including verses added y/day). Explain that as this is an ‘action’ rhyme, I need to think of some simple actions to reflect the verse. Paired talk to discuss rehearse actions to match new verses. Feedback and agree best (could add ‘action box’ as in original if appropriate). Refer back to original list of possible animals/actions. Paired talk followed by supported composition to write final verse for class version. Feedback and add 1.

Using differentiated writing frames (as Tuesday) to write own final verse. Add actions/action boxes to match with verses written.

Recite final class version including all agreed actions to match new verses.

Thursday


Shared reading (page 10/11) ‘See me walking’. Discuss rhyme, repetition, patterning of poem. How is this like ‘walking round the zoo?’. Why would this be good as an action rhyme? How much does each verse tells us about what the actions should be like? Divide class into 5 groups to interpret and put actions to each verse.
PiPs activities:

Silly Questions (page 31). Play as instructions followed by displaying words with a/i/o medial vowels. 

In pairs use whiteboards to write a ‘silly question’ using some of these words.

Work in pairs using cvc words with focus medial vowels to write silly questions.
Play ‘silly questions’ using questions children have created in independent time.

Friday


PiPs activities:

Cube game (page 30) (adapted to use focus phonemes for the week).
Re-read y/day’s poem. How could we add our own ‘action’ verse to this poem. Use first verse as focus to discuss how we could substitute ‘walking’ for another action. Brainstorm other verbs to use and list. Teacher demonstration of writing first 2 lines in same style as poem using chosen ‘verb’. Paired talk to discuss 3rd line 9describing that action in more detail). Teacher scribe 3rd line. Teacher demonstrate 4th line (to draw attention to needing to rhyme with line 2).

Using differentiated writing frames to write own verse to add to poem.
