Monday


	PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: ee, ai

Quickwrite (Page 24)

Sound Buttons (Page 30)
	Brainstorm a list of ‘traditional tales’ with the children. Discuss the theme of one of these. Was there a main ‘message’ from the story? What? Encourage children to refer to examples from the text to support views. Paired talk to discuss and list themes of traditional tales already listed? Are there any common messages or themes?
	Guided reading:

Using differentiated texts and based on group targets.
	Work in pairs to complete ‘theme cards’ to describe themes of well known traditional tales.


	Use example from list of traditional tales generated in whole class time. Ask different pairs to read their ‘theme’ card. Discuss differences and encourage children to refer to evidence/examples from text.

	Tuesday


	Shared reading of ‘How rabbit stole the Fire’ (until point where rabbit leaves Sky people’s village). Paired talk to predict next episode in story. Teacher takes feedback and briefly scribes list of ideas about what could happen next. What evidence is there that you could be right? What do you think theme of the story will be? Why is it difficult to predict this before knowing the conclusion of the story?
	PiPs activities:

Full circle game (page 29): based on ee/ai

	Phonic Focus:

Using the focus phonemes in pairs children create own ‘silly questions’.

Differentiate through providing cards with ‘ee’, ‘ai’ words on them.
	Play ‘silly questions’ using children’s own questions.

	
Wednesday


	PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes (As Monday)

Fans (page 28)
	Recap on shared text from y/day. Revisit children’s ideas of what might happen next. Take one idea as recorded yesterday. If that was the next episode, how could the story end? Teacher demonstrate by talking through how he/she thinks story would then go on to end and then scribing this. Ask children to choose one of the ‘next episodes’ from yesterday’s list and discuss how story could then go on to end. Paired talk and feedback.
	Guided writing:

As independent task based on group targets.
	Children work in pairs using given/chosen ‘next episode’ statement (based on children’s ideas from Tuesday). Write possible conclusion for the story (as modelled in whole class session) based on this ‘next episode’.
	Target children with the same ‘next episode’. What did they decide could/should happen in the conclusion of their story? Invite comments on the success of this ending from others. Which one of the endings works best? Why?

	Thursday


	Recap some of ideas about ‘next episode’ and resulting conclusion of story as written by children y/day. Shared reading of end of story. How does this compare with our ideas? After hearing end of story can we decide on a theme for the story? Could there be more than one theme? Paired talk. Feedback. List possible themes. (helping friends, tricking people, how animals got their ‘looks’ etc..)

Teacher chooses ONE of these themes. Talk to children about how you know another story which has a similar theme (eg: helping friends) and tell a short story about when you helped your friends. Using 3 box plan teacher demonstrate completing the plan for opening of the story. Using story told  to children scribe ideas for rest of plan.                                                                                               ®
	
	Children work independently to complete story plan (EITHER based on same theme as demonstrated by teacher in whole class session OR differentiated through choice of theme – as listed in possible themes in whole class time).
	Question children about plans. Encourage other children to listen to elements from the plan. Do you think this story is going to have the ‘helping friends’ theme? If not, what do you think the theme is going to be and why?

	Friday


	Teacher Demonstrates writing the opening to the story. Using a combination of paired talk and teacher scribing write ‘middle’ of story.
	
	Using plan from yesterday children begin to write own stories. (beginning and middle sections of). Differentiate by providing writing frames for some children.

	Focus on ending of shared story. Use mix of teacher demo. (referring to plan) and teacher scribing to complete ending to shared story.
