Monday


Recap on both texts from the previous 2 weeks. Use any work displayed around room to recap on the themes, plot, characters of each text. Focus in on dialogue used in text. Use one text to identify dialogue. What is being said? To who? What is the purpose of the dialogue? (To move the action on, detail more about the character etc..). Identify who is speaking and highlight what they say. Practice reading aloud with expression
PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: oo (long)

Play ‘silly captions’ game. (Display caption eg: a spoon on the moon) and ch. have 1 minute to draw corresponding picture on whiteboard. REVERSE: show a picture (reminding of focus on ‘oo’(long)) eg: broom in a room, can children (in pairs) guess the corresponding matching ‘silly caption’ and write it in pairs on their whiteboards?
Guided Reading:

Using differentiated texts and based on group targets/re-telling focus for the week.
Phonic Focus:

Children to create ‘silly captions’ (as modelled in whole class sessions). 

Differentiate through providing children with ‘oo’ word cards. (L.ability could focus on reading caption and drawing corresponding picture to match it).
Swap a ‘silly caption’ with a partner. Can they read it and draw the corresponding picture to match (in 2 mins). Swap back. Does it match?

Tuesday


Recap on children’s understanding of difference between reading and re-telling of a text. If we want to re-tell from a known text what do we need to consider? Make a checklist of factors to consider/include: clear opening, main events in order, naming characters,  including significant/repetitive dialogue, clear ending etc…Display to be used in session the following day.
Match activity (Developing Early Writing Unit E Page 140). Use dialogue from one of focus texts.



Provide children with card strips (based on modelling in whole class session) to match speech with person who spoke (based on the focus text).

Extension: children writing the speech/stating who spoke in pairs.
Target one child to read out a section of speech, target another child to read out the corresponding strip stating who spoke. What are the clues to match first half to second half?

Wednesday


Using ‘checklist’ created y/day talk through with children how this will help us to prepare a re-telling of our chosen text (from last 2 weeks). Use each part of checklist and work down discussing what needs to be included (in reference to re-telling of focus text) and annotate/make notes next to checklist.
What are the significant/repetitive parts of dialogue in the story which will need to be re-told? Who said them? How did they say them? Teacher demonstrate writing one example (eg: “Looking for me?” asked Osebo the Leopard) – pull out importance of only including what the character actually said within the speech marks.

Brainstorm other significant parts of dialogue from the text as a class.

Work in pairs to write some of the parts of dialogue (from brainstorm at end of whole class session) as needed for the re-telling of the text. Ensuring focus is on recording through demarcating clearly between what is said and who/how they said it.
Listen to some of dialogue recorded. Have you changed your voice to say what the character wants to say in the appropriate manner? Why is this important for re-telling (to capture audience interest).

Thursday


PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: as Monday

Fans (Page 28) or Quickwrite (Page 24)
Divide class into groups. Give each a ‘label’: opening/events/characters(and their dialogue)/ending. Refer back to the text to see exactly what each group will be responsible for re-telling (pulling out important features such as the ‘events’ group linking each new creature who tries to get the drum and other parts of the narrative).

Allow each group 10 minutes to prepare their section of the story (making sure that each group is clear as to their role).

Draw all groups together and ‘rehearse’ re-telling (this activity will be most effective if children have a firm context for their work, such as performing to a younger class or in an assembly).

Does the re-telling ‘flow’? Would it make sense to an audience (involve T.A. here as audience if possible). Refine and rehearse.

Friday


Re-telling from different points of view. Do you think the Leopard would re-tell the story in quite the same way as the tortoise? Why not? Discuss different points of view which characters in story may have had and why. Teacher in role as the Leopard re-telling the story (summary form) from his/her point of view. What happens when different people tell the story from their point of view? Why? Paired talk for children to discuss re-telling (summary form) from Nyame’s (Sky-God) point of view. Feedback from children in role. Refine how to give this ‘summary’ re-telling orally.
Guided Reading:

Using differentiated texts and based on group targets/re-telling focus for the week.
Children work in pairs to discuss and write a ‘summary re-telling’ from chose/given character’s point of view.

(Using given writing frame).
