Shared reading of text.  Discuss theme and main characters.  In pairs brainstorm key events, teacher to list on cards.  Select cards at random and ask children to decide if event happened in beginning, middle or end of story.

Using large phoneme box encourage children to come and make words.

Recap on shared text.  

Distribute cards of events from story and as a class sequence events.   Discuss whether they could have happened in a different order.   

In pairs children sequence events from well-known story.

Extension - decide whether events happened in beginning, middle or end of story.
Feedback to class.  Focus on explaining reasons for decisions.

Tell a short story to class of the time when you really wanted something a friend had.  Using 3 box plan demonstrate completing the plan for the opening of own story.  Using story told to children scribe ideas for rest of plan.                           (

As independent task based on group targets.
Children work independently to complete story plan based on the time they really wanted something.  


Share ideas from plan with a partner.  Focus on the sequencing of events.

Teacher demonstrates writing the opening to the story.  Focus on setting the scene.

Talk for writing - in pairs children discuss what the next sentence could be.  Take feedback and teacher scribes explaining reasons for choice.

Using plan from yesterday children start to write own stories.  Differentiate by providing frame for some children.                                             (
Select child's opening to share and discuss.  Did they set the scene?  How could it be made more interesting?

Spot the Capital


Using story planner teacher demonstrates writing ending to story.

Talk for Writing - with a partner children discuss how their story will end.

Children complete stories.  Focus on the ending discussed in shared time.
Silly stories - using a child's plan teacher tells a story in the wrong sequence.  Did it still make sense?  Can the children decide the correct sequence of events and explain reasons?
