Shared reading of whole class text.  Discuss theme, setting and characters.  Compare with Jamaica and Brianna.  

Hot Seat - teacher as Grace. Children ask Grace questions about how she felt and the things that happened.

Silly Questions- p.31
Guided reading:

Using differentiated texts and based on group targets.

Focus on different group(s) from last week.
Phonics focus - using the long vowel phoneme 'oo' in pairs children create own silly questions.

Differentiate through providing cards with 'oo' words on.
Play silly questions using children's own questions.

Tues
Brainstorm key events and teacher list.  In pairs discuss why these events happened.  Take feedback as a class.  Pose alternative scenarios for the children to discuss in pairs.

Developing early Writing - unit A

Compare

Talk for writing - show picture of a child looking sad, explain that someone has just been nasty to them.  In pairs discuss what is happening in the picture and how the main character might be feeling.  Discuss possible endings that would make the character happy.

Using 3 box planning grid from last week children plan own story related to the picture, using ideas from shared time as a basis.            (

Improve
Using ideas from children's plans teacher models writing story using connectives to link events, using a mixture of demonstration, scribing and supported composition. 

Children use plans to write own stories.  Focus on use of connectives.  Differentiate through use of writing frames.                                              (
Target children to share stories so far.  Focus on ensuring that events are linked.
