Shared reading of text.  Identify theme of the story.

List key events and sequence together.

Role play: in pairs one as father and one as Julian, explaining actions.

Feedback reasons for actions as a class.
Guided reading:

(With group that has not read yet.)

Using differentiated texts and based on group targets.
In same pairs as whole class session write apology letter to father.
Target 1/2 pairs and share letters.  Focus on whther they have explained their actions.

Flashcards - p.25

Refer to key events from yesterday to produce a structured writing frame for children to write own stories.

In pairs children discuss incident they will write story about when they did something they were told not to.                                       (
Guided writing:

As independent task based on group targets.
Using structured plan children complete plans for own story based on discussion in shared session.
Share ideas from plan with a partner.  Do all the events make sense and lead into each other?  Is the ending clear and leads on from the events?

Developing Early Writing - unit B

Construct


Using own plan model writing opening to own story using demonstration and scribing.  Emphasise rehearsing sentences before writing, rereading  while writing  and afterwards to check sentences make sense. 

Supported composition - children use whiteboards to draft opening to own stories.

Based on shared session children write opening to own stories.  Share with a partner focusing on whether it encourages the reader to read on and sets the scene.
PiPs activity:

Silly Questions - p.31

Thurs
Using own plan use a mixture of demonstration and scribing to write ending to story.  Make clear that the events in story to lead to ending.  
Supported Composition:

After short introduction from teacher children use plans to complete story.  Teacher stops session at various points to make teaching points for whole group.

Developing Early Writing - unit B

Missing Verbs

Teacher selects child's work and models editing focusing on grammatical agreement and punctuation.  Create a achecklist of steps for editing.

In pairs children use checklist to edit own stories.
Longer session:

Review work of last 3 weeks.  Create a list of 'I can . . .' statements of what the children have been learning.  In pairs children evaluate work to set targets.
