Certainty and Inference Activities with Visual Sources Using Text Boxes in Word

What is the source directly telling me?


You can insert a text box in Word using INSERT then TEXT BOX and then drag out you box on the page


Move the text box by dragging the shaded border.


Resize the text box using the open box handles





What is the source directly suggesting to me?

What can I infer from the source?


The questions in the text boxes and the pedagogical underpinning for this activity is Riley, C. (1999) ‘Evidential understanding, period knowledge and the development of literacy: a practical approach to layers of inference for Key Stage 3’, Teaching History, 97.





What additional relevant questions (related to my enquiry) does the source suggest I might pursue?


The teaching/learning strategy is:


you create the page, with the text boxes blank except for the underlined questions,


the students fill in the relevant box with their responses as their research progresses.


Important point: you cannot add text to a box, resize it or move it unless you first SELECT it.





What doesn’t this source tell me?


Progression suggestion


Add arrows using Autoshapes from the Drawing toolbar. Connect the text box to the relevant section of the photograph, if you think this is relevant. You can load the Drawing toolbar by selecting VIEW and then TOOLBARS


Impress your students, amaze your colleagues and confound OFSTED by doing this activity as a whole class exercise using an interactive whiteboard
